CFMH 3 STRIKE POLICY

You are entirely responsible to produce, and broadcast your show. Your inability to do so could shut us down indefinitely.
Dead air is unprofessional, and as a result our listening public may become discouraged, and stop tuning in. Missing your
show and producing dead air is disrespectful, not only to the listeners, but also to the DJ who follows your show, because
they may also lose potential listeners through no fault of their own.

Dead air is unacceptable.

No Tolerance for No Notice

If you miss your Show with no notice and no reasonable excuse, you immediately lose your show. You will then be
contacted by the programming director, or in absence the station manager. You will then be called in to present your case
to the programming committee who will then decide the fate of your show.

3 Strike Rule

If you Fail to commit to the Previous and miss your show with notice* you will receive:

First Offence - A verbal warning, and the instance will be recorded

Second Offence - A written warning, which will also be recorded

Third Offence - Your show will immediately be removed from our program schedule
*Exceptions to the policy will be made on compassionate grounds, and serious emergencies.

Re-application Process for removed shows

Members who have lost their time slot due to this policy may reapply, however their record will be taken into account by
the Programming Committee. The Programming Committee has absolute discretion on whether or not to re-instate your
show.

You as a programmer are solely responsible for your show. In the occurrence that you are unavailable to do your show
in your allocated slot you must do one of the following, in which case a strike will not be placed against you:

1. Find afill-in DJ who is willing to do your show for you.

2. Pre-record a program and inform the Programming Director that you will not be in, that you have pre-recorded your
show, and that it is made available for airplay.

LEGALESE
I am aware that CFMH will not broadcast any material that tends to or is likely to subject an individual, group, or class of
individuals to hatred or contempt on bias of race, nationality or ethnic origin, religion, sex, age, mental or physical ability,
or sexual orientation. Material of this nature may only be broadcast within the explicit context of discussing the issue
itself, and when the listening public’s understanding of the issue necessitates its use. | agree to abide by this and all other
CFMH programming policies.

In the event that the above proposal is accepted by the CFMH Programming Committee, | am also aware of the CFMH
Three Strike policy (see above) and fully realise that any violation of the regulations detailed within this policy will be
grounds for disciplinary action or immediate termination of your radio program.

As a broadcasting Member of CFMH, | agree to the payment a $15.00 Membership Fee, the proceeds from which
will go directly towards the benefit of the Membership, in areas such as Honouraria, broadcast studio upkeep
and maintenance, and ensures access to production and broadcast equipment and resources, as well as voting
rights where applicable at CFMH functions, events and Annual General Meetings.
